Shivaratri falls on the moonless 14th night of the new moon in the Hindu 
month of Phalgun, which corresponds to the month of February - March in 
the English Calendar. Celebrating the festival of Shivaratri devotees 
observe ritual fasting and worship the Shiva Lingam to appease Lord 
Shiva. There are various interesting legends related to the festival of Maha 
Shivaratri. According to one of the most popular legends, Shivaratri marks 
the wedding day of Lord Shiva and Parvati. Some believe that it was on the 
auspicious night of Shivaratri that Lord Shiva performed the ‘Tandava’, the 
dance of the primal creation, preservation and destruction. 
 
On Shivaratri, worship of Lord Shiva continues through the day and night.  
Priests perform the ritual pooja of the Shivalingam every three hours by 
bathing it with milk, yoghurt, honey, ghee, sugar and water amidst the 
chanting of “Om Namah Shivaya’ and ringing of temple bells. A vigil (all 
night long) or jaagran is also observed in Shiva temples where large 
number of devotees spend the night singing hymns and devotional songs 
in praise of Lord Shiva. It is only on the following morning that devotee 
break their fast by partaking prasad offered to the deity.
